
INBR Burma Cyclone:   
      

KyaukTan YwarThitKyi Village Relief Report 
 
Our volunteers for YwarThitKyi village, KyaukTan township, have distributed some 
rice and medicines for all survivor families. We have also donated corrugated metal 
sheets enough re-roofing of the monastery. The roof repair will be done today and we 
hope to get better shelter for all homeless in the village. Although the rice bag we 
distributed will provide food for only about one week, other volunteer donor group 
headed by actor KyawThu also provided rice bags and thus this village will have food for 
next couple of weeks. Thanks for your generous donation, especially the gratitude this 
time goes to Burmese American Women’s Alliance. The formal acknowledgement letter 
from Sayadaw Ashin Nyanuttara will be forwarded to us when the situation permits.  
One thing to share the survivor story about Ashin Nyanuttara is that since the roof of 
monastery was blown away by the cyclone and tidal flood, he told me that he could have 
been died if that flood had happen during night time. Even his eye-glass was swept 
away and he could not move much due to flood and poor sight. After the storm, he had to 
live inside the restroom hut for two days without any food or water, but with wet clothes. 
The restroom hut was the only shelter for his survival.  
One of his friends, the abbot from a nearby village called “OuYin” was severely injured 
whist all structures in his monastery totally collapsed during the cyclone. He is now 
hospitalized. In fact all the nearby villages including ‘OuYin”, “KyanPin”, and “TaDar” 
were completely destroyed by the storm, and villagers need your immediate help for 
their survival. Generally, every survivor is suffering depression. . 
Please help! Your small donation goes very far for the victims in Burma. You are saving 
lives! 
Volunteers on the ground are asking for our/your help even more.
